I am intimate with 
every one: 

Topping, Smothering, Pulling, 
Pushing, Skying, Sclaffing, Shanking, 
Slicing and Hooking 

This month we will discuss Shanks. 

5ƻƴΩǘ ǎŀȅ ƛǘ ǘƻƻ ƭƻǳŘ! Some people 

are scared to hear the word! Shanks 

generally happen to a player who is 

having a pretty good round. He has a 

comparatively simple wedge shot to 

the green when catastrophe strikes 

as the ball flies off almost  at right 

angles to the right, ŀƴŘ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ Ǝƻ 

far at that. Fearing he will do it again, 

he probably will. 

A shank occurs when the ball is 

struck with the shank of the head 

instead of the club face. 

It comes from a highly exaggerated  

outside-in swing, coupled with very 

little pivot and very loose ,quick wrist 

action 

How do you stop it? Concentrate on 

starting back in one piece, having the 

weight properly distributed at the 

top, firming up the wrists and be 

sure that the first movement of the 

downswing is with the hips not the 

hands. Think about the swing and 

not where the ball is intended to go. 

Good luck & take it slowly

Tur f Managerôs Report 

There has been much discussion 
by committee and club members 
as to the amount of spraying done 
by the greens staff, and what 
products are applied. The following 
is the policy I am currently running 
on the golf course... 
 
Fertiliser 
Applied every two weeks, to tees 
and surrounds, through the spray 
boom. These products are 
harmless. 
 
Pest control 
 I have been using a product called 
DE-PACT (Eucalyptus oil & Tca 
tree oil) to control stem weevil and 
porina caterpillar. This product is 
an organic product that is 
harmless, and is also 
recommended for control of plant 
soil diseases. 
 
Disease control 
Since the middle of last year, I 
have introduced a Mycorrhizal 
programme on to the greens. This 
programme uses a Bio start signal 
technology to activate indigenous 
populations of mycorrhizal fungi. 
These fungi form a symbiotic 
relationship with plant  roots 
increasing the plantôs ability to 
source nutrients and moisture. The 
fungi also play an important role in 
suppressing soil pathogens and 
nematodes. This is applied as a 
monthly application. 
Most of these products do take 
some time to build up to get their 
full effect. 
Conventional fungicides are used 
but only in situations of extreme 
disease pressure where warm rain 
and excessive overnight 
temperatures make controlling the 

outbreak with both of the above 
options difficult. The programme was 
started late last season. 
 
Summary 
The above products are used as 
much as possible, given that 
conventional fungicides not only 
target problem fungi, they also target 
beneficial fungi. 
Most of the products including 
fertilisers cannot be mixed together, 
so it not uncommon to see two 
applications go on in a day.  
 
Course 
Pest control has proved difficult and 
expensive this season, however we 
have made progress. Earthwise put 
out an earthworm control product 
that we have just tried and has 
proved very successful. At this stage 
we will be able to reduce our pest 
control programme by 50% next 
season through using these 
products.
