Winter has set in and ground and air
temperaturesare dropping to a leve
where grass growth is minimal We
have applied fertiliser to the greens
teesandsurroundsandthe fairwaysto
maximisethe growth we are getting
The courseis getting wet and greas
andwe are very carefulnot to damage
the ground when we use machinery

col l@t%o should be very aware of

the damagethey can causeto those
wetter areas,especiallyin high traffic
areasaround the greens White lines
have been put around some greens
and golfers are askedto keep outside
of them. We don't want to fenceareas
off but placeslike the groundbetweer
the lake and the bunker at 13 will be
fencedif playersignorethe white line.
Pleasausepathswhere provided
Trundlersneedto be kept well clearof
the surrounds as these get a
hammering from machinery wher
mowing or rolling the greens,and get
very muddy with foot and trundler
traffic. We don't like banningthe Cluk
carsfrom the courseaswe realisethat
some of our more elderly golfers like
Gary Bennett occasionally require
them to be ableto play so pleasebeal
in mind the damagethey can causeif
not usedvery carefully at this time of
the year.

Pitchmarksare still not beingrepairec
promptly or properly if at all in some
casesWith verylittle growth they take

a long time to grow out if not done
right. When the pins are further back
the fronts of greensare becomingvery
pock marked so don't be surprisedif
pinsare cut on the front for the rest of
winter. Divots are the same and the
lack of care from some players
continue to annoy us. One of our
Juniors was spoken to on three
different occasionsby three different
peopleduringthe courseof one round
recentlyabout not replacinghis divots.
Don't be slowto remind fellow players
to repair pitch marks and divots
because often it is just lazy
habitsappearing

The driving range is being well used
but players must use only the area
betweenthe signsto hit off. We rotate
areasand playershitting from outside
the area are makingour job to keep
the range tee area reasonably tidy
verydifficult.
